SECTION 1:  OVERVIEW

Applicant Qualifications:  

A grant request must be related to a ministry program, service, and/or event that observes or celebrates Deaf awareness. Such occasions occur in September with Deaf Awareness Month, International Deaf Awareness Week (the last full week of September) and World Day of the Deaf (last Sunday of September). United Methodist churches and ministries may request up to $500 micro-project to support their program, service, and/or event. Some celebration and observance ideas are in the book, Deaf Ministries, 4th Ed. The application deadline is June 30, 2023. Ideas that churches and ministries might consider include:

· Arrange for sign language interpreters at a worship service(s), any Sunday(s) in September.
· Host an ASL Day at church.

· Host a catered “Silent Lunch/Dinner” where persons learning sign language can come practice ASL.

· Invite a guest speaker to share about Deaf culture and Deaf history.

· Offer a free sign language class via Zoom. (Tutors can be found here)

· Plan a trip to visit a cultural event, play (theater), or some other Deaf-related experience.

· Plan a group trip to an amusement park with a group of Deaf, hard of hearing, and hearing people.
· Host a Deaf lunch and movie gathering that invites persons from the community. (see a list of movies here)
· Plan a special worship service (Deaf Awareness Sunday) that includes a guest preacher.

· Participate in an outreach mission that connects with the Deaf community.

· Visiting a Deaf owned business.

Reporting Requirements:

A final narrative report (e.g., 2 or more paragraphs), with pictures, is due 30 days after the completion of the program or event, or service. Reporting templates are provided upon approval of funding. Submitting pictures of the event, program, or service is highly encouraged. These reports may be used for news reporting purposes.
Program Consideration:

As a program of The United Methodist Church, the United Methodist Committee on Deaf and Hard of Hearing Ministries trusts that the grant recipient will act in accordance with the disciplinary mandate, which states that “these ministries shall be administered in the spirit of Jesus Christ and advance the dignity of persons without regard to religion, race, nationality or sex, and shall enhance the quality of life in the human community.” Grant funds received should not deviate from what they were intended for, as stated in the grant application.
